Therefore, members can get educational credit for auditing in addition to any hours participating with a project
animal. For additional questions about educational hours, contact any of the Horse & Pony officers listed later
in this newsletter.

Important!  When attending a hands-on clinic with a project animal, remember:
Original and a copy of the 2007 negative Coggins test must be presented before admittance.
No Coggins = No horse on the Alliant grounds, not e  ven left in the trailer.
An SEI approved, properly fitted helmet is required for the exhibitor. Parents or helpers who provide
assistance in the arena must also wear a SEI approved helmet at a 4-H approved clinic.
4-H members should always wear proper attire to include boots, long pants if riding western, breeches
or jodhpurs if riding hunt or saddle seat.
Participants and/or auditors 14 years and under must be accompanied by a parent or responsible adult
at all times.
Training aids are strongly discouraged; they may interfere with the clinician’s ability to provide
guidance. A clinician may excuse a participant if training aids are used and found to be unsafe.
A clinician or Horse & Pony Committee Member may excuse a participant if the project animal is
unmanageable or unsafe.
No pets are allowed at clinics for safety reasons.
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The Dane County 4-H Horse & Pony Committee’s goal is to deliver meaningful and safe educational
opportunities. Please review the following guidelines and rules to ensure that the clinics are run safely and

smoothly:

Use the Rimrock Road entrance to the Alliant Center (this is generally the only one
open)

Parking permit is required. You must show the permit to avoid paying parking charges.
Parking is generally available in the southwest lot across from the horse barns or the
northwest lot. You may be instructed to park differently, based on other events that may
be taking place.

You are responsible for cleaning up your trailer area. Please bring a muck bucket and
fork. There may not be facilities for waste disposal.

Check in with your project animal at least 20 to 30 minutes before your designated ride
time. Look for the designated H&P representative near the entrance to the arena. If you
are not ready to enter the arena at the start of the class, you will not be allowed to
participate with your project animal. You may audit the event. However, your animal can
not be left at the trailer unattended at any time.

Bring your original Coggins and a copy to leave for the H&P clinic records. If you do not
have your Coggins; your horse will not be allowed to stay on the Alliant grounds.

The H&P representative will issue a back identification tag for participants with project
animals that must be worn on the back. Auditors do not need to wear back tags.

. Before entering the arena with your project animal, ensure that your back ID is securely

fastened.
Project members may only ride in one session according to the appropriate grade or
designated level.

Mount and dismount in arena only.

No riding on the Alliant grounds except in the indoor or outdoor arenas.

A responsible adult must be present at all times when riding.

Project members are responsible for hay and manure cleanup on the Alliant grounds.
(Containers will be placed near the Olin side parking lot and near the indoor and outdoor
arenas for the manure/refuse.)
